Update on Mercy Charitable Christian Foundation Projects
CASA is the primary sponsor of MCCF, which currently operates schools in the  cities of Tokmok, Ivanovka, Kemin, Belovodsk, and Kara-Balta, as  well as the Kara-Balta Children’s Home.  The Kara-Kol Children’s home will be turned over to New Life Ministry to administrate under their Kyrgyz entity TUN, as soon as it becomes legally recognized.

Due to increases in the cost of living and no salary increases for the past four years, the teachers and staff of MCCF will receive an increase in their salaries this fall.  The increase will bring their monthly budget to approximately $35,000.00 per month, an increase of $3,000.00.
The city of Tokmok has asked MCCF to take over the Tokmok orphanage.  Renovation of the facility will cost $20,000 with an operating cost of $3,000 per month to care for up to 40 orphans.

Chinese Christian Church of New Jersey’s Summer Missions Trip
CCCNJ, Elder Yang’s home church in New Jersey, sent a team of eight wonderful young people and their leader Fred  to MCCF for a short term mission’s trip this summer.  Their dedication, love and hard work yielded wonderful results, as reported by the staff of MCCF. 
About 250 people attended their last service which was held in the new gymnasium. There were many hugs, well-wishes and tears shed, as the CCCNJ group said good-bye to the local people.  Not only did the team share God’s love and His word with the Kyrgyz children, 
they returned home filled with the wonders of God’s transforming power. The MCCF staff and the parents of the children, whose lives the team touched, will be forever grateful. We invite all churches to send teams to MCCF.  
Tokmok Chinese Christian
Fellowship Grows
Under the leadership of Rev. Andrew Wu, the Chinese fellowship has been reorganized.  Brother John Tsai and Sister Christa Tsai are supervising the growth of the children’s Sunday school group and the youth fellowship group. On June 11th, with the help of local Russian church pastor Alexander, the church baptized 14 new believers, including Kyrgyz, Russian and Chinese people including 5 Dungan Muslims and 2 Chinese Muslims.  This was a major triumph for the fellowship as it is extremely difficult to bring Muslims to Christ.  The fellowship group now totals 60-70 in attendance on Sundays. Please pray for God’s continued grace and blessing on this body of believers.  They hope to register as a local church in 2006.
