Mission’s Group from Hong Kong

Pastor Angela Law and seven members of the Christian Alliance College Church in Kowloon Tong, Hong Kong, came for a one week visit.  Their witness, performance and Bible teaching was excellent and so welcomed and appreciated by our children.  Some team members may return to serve in Kyrgyzstan for a year or two.  We hope their Pastors William Leung and Man Kwok Leung can also visit us next year.
Update on Mercy Charitable Christian Foundation (MCCF) Projects
MCCF took over the Tokmok Children’s Home from the city of Tokmok on Sept. 26th.  Renovations will cost $20,000 with monthly operation cost of $2,500.  The city will allow MCCF 49 years of free use, subject to purchase, with the city paying all utilities and permitting MCCF to teach the Bible. 
MCCF plan to house 50 orphans by the end of October, with an additional feeding program for 50 to 75 poor and homeless children.  We have already hired two Christian Dungan ladies as cooks.  These former Muslim ladies have suffered much persecution by their relatives because of their conversion.
Thanks to RCCC, the pool at the playground was completed at the end of July and hundreds of children enjoy it everyday. The 3rd floor of the gym with five classrooms and the new evangelism building at the playground will be completed by the end of November.  

Thanks to Chuck and Ardi Howard’s donation, Kemin Disabled Children’s Home will have a new education building.  The outside structure will be completed by the end of November and the inside installations will require two more months.

MCCF is negotiating with the Tokmok mayor on a building next door to the School of Blessing.   If MCCF can purchase this building, the School of Blessing will be able to expand and accept more students.  Also under consideration for a future vocational college is an empty building, formerly used for a medical college with at least 27 large classrooms.  MCCF is also working on plans to start an elementary school and evangelize in a poor village area.
