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Fruitful Visit by Ambassadors of Love
We like to thank the Lord and all the churches, hosts and supporters for your part in making this trip a success. Thanks to your prayers, God cleared many difficult hurdles to make this trip possible. The team performed and shared their testimonies 18 times in a 3 ½ week period.  Our 2 teachers and 11 students are now safely back in Kyrgyzstan and are grateful for your love, prayers, friendship and hospitality.  Thanks also for the delicious meals and gifts you bestowed on the team
At the end of the trip, Los Angeles Global Mission Center’s Director, Rev. Susan Chow warned the students and teachers to not be tempted by America’s materialism, which has lured many to America, but is Satan’s deception.  Instead, Rev. Chow challenged them to trust God for their dreams and to fulfill God’s plan for their lives. 
The main purpose of the team’s trip was to show American Christians what God is doing in Muslim Central Asia and to encourage support for MCCF’s mission. Kyrgyz children are coming to Christ after attending MCCF schools and God is using them to touch their own families.  Many Kyrgyz parents are coming to Christ through their children. Those who came to see the performances were touched by the students’ testimonies and now have a better understanding of our work in Kyrgyzstan.  

Child Sponsorships
CASA will be kicking off the child sponsorship program in Feb. 2006.  Central Chinese Church of Castro Valley

donated 7 digital cameras and 2 computers to the foundation to facilitate photographing the children for our sponsorship program. Most of our students come from poor, single mother families.  Orphans have been abandoned by their birth parents. 

For those of you who have indicated an interest in student sponsorship for $30 per month or orphan or disabled student sponsorship for $60 per month, we will be sending you a packet of information in 
Feb. 2006.  Any contributions you make towards child sponsorship will be credited to your account and receipted for tax purposes. CASA is a 501-C3 organization, independently audited each year.  Please bear with us as we start this new endeavor with CASA volunteers. CASA wants every penny to go directly into helping the children and not to go into administrative costs.

The 5 visitors from Chinese Christian Church of New Jersey were church leaders and elders.  After the visit, they encouraged their church to do more to help MCCF.
