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Sponsors Needed

He is a 6 years old and lives at the Tokmok

Children’s Home.  His parents abandoned him and a younger sister. His father lives in Russia and his mother is an alcoholic. They relinquished parental rights. Artyom likes to draw, would love to fly in an airplane someday.  He wants to be a policeman. Recent visitors from Rockford met this little boy at the orphanage in Nov. and were blessed by his warm smile and hugs.

Recent MCCF Visitors
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At the beginning of Oct., Rockford  Mayor Larry Morrissey,  and MCCF supporter, Chuck Howard and other dignitaries from Rockford visited Kyrgyzstan, to sign the sister city agreement between Rockford  and Tokmok.  As a gift from Tokmok to Rockford, Rockford Lake will be named near the future Christian University. As a gift from the city of Rockford, an ambulance will be shipped to Tokmok.  Chuck & his wife, Ardi, were instrumental in securing the ambulance purchase, in making the sister city a 
reality and in securing donations to finance the construction of the new Kemin Disabled School building. Recent visitors to the Kemin orphanage have also tasted the nutritious milk from the cow Chuck and Ardi purchased.  It was a “moo-ving” experience (
In late Oct. and early Nov., MCCF played host to 15 visitors from two Rockford, IL. Organizations: Kids Around the World, CASA and 28 visitors from three Canadian organizations: Loads of Love, Possibilities International and Act of Kindness.  
Kids around the World Team
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Kids around the World (KATW), led by Jim Rosene, conducted free medical clinics for kids in the orphanages, schools and at the Tokmok playground site, while their ministry team shared Christ through puppetry and crafts with eager children. KATW also trained ministry workers in puppetry and in using flannel graphs. Pastors Jim and Marty were able to share God’s Word with MCCF staff and the Foundation’s church.  Elder & Mrs. Yang’s son-in-law, pediatric cardiologist Alfred HuYoung was the medical team leader. Al, Dr. John, nurses Laurie & Delora saw a number of adult patients on this trip. Al also taught two medical seminars to local doctors in Tokmok and Bishkek. 
KATW also met with Kara Balta Mayor Kim and discussed the building of a playground and a “Jesus House” in that city, to share Bible stories with children who visit the playground, similar to the one in Tokmok.  Mayor Kim offered a site in the centrally located city park, across from the governor’s mansion and directly under Lenin’s prominent statue.  Lenin is of course the famous founder of Soviet Communism and a proponent of atheism. Imagine a Jesus House right under the nose of Lenin!

The CASA Team

The CASA team collected supplies of medicines and medical instruments from Rockford donors, and assisted the KATW medical team in distributing them to school nurses at MCCF schools and orphanages.  Medicines and baby formulas were also shared with a government operated baby orphanage, a local hospital and Hope clinic.  Those of you who have access to sample medicines or soon to be or recently expired medications for the treatment of common ailments, can ship them to the CASA office for use at the MCCF schools and orphanages.  Tylenol, antacids, common cold & flu medicines, hand sanitizers and antibiotics are among the needed meds. 
During our visit, Victor Fong set up a computerized tracking program for all medical donations and for dispensing medications to schools and orphanages. MCCF will need $10,000 to renovate an old building adjacent  
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to the Tokmok Orphanage, into the future Pediatric Medical Clinic
The Canadian Team
Our Canadian friends were doing “extreme makeovers” of poor people’s homes, recommended by local churches. At the end of their project, they would invite the local village for a celebration to share God’s love.  CASA team members saw the restored home of a 15 year old girl, who was the caretaker of her invalid grandmother.  She was previously foraging food from the garbage dumps.  The Canadian team had renovated her dilapidated 
home and built her the only motion sensor lighted outhouse in all of Kyrgyzstan! They also worked with the local church to provide for her other needs. Their aim is to raise the profile of the local church in Muslim Kyrgyzstan.  Leaders of the Canadian group have noticed a need to house and care for destitute elderly people, and are collaborating with MCCF to make that a reality, since MCCF can obtain an empty former kindergarten from Tokmok City.
Since MCCF is the only Christian organization with a license to pioneer and operate Christian projects in Kyrgyzstan, other Christian organizations may seek to fall under the MCCF umbrella, in order to operate legally in Kyrgyzstan.  We welcome short term mission’s teams and long term missionaries to co-labor with us, while the door in this Muslim country is still open.  We need more co-laborers.
Co-laborers of CASA & MCCF
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This section will feature a volunteer or a worker who is an important part of CASA. and MCCF.  We like you to meet Dr. Bianca Yip, a board member and exemplary volunteer who has labored as CASA’s promoter and fundraising chairman since 2000, even when she was still working full time as a physician.  She would travel on weekends to witness to churches all over the world. During her evangelistic meetings, she would share the ministry and needs of MCCF.   Some people are believers today because of Dr. Yip’s witness. We thank the Lord for Dr. Yip and her husband Gilbert’s faithful service.  
Critical Ministry Needs
The Kyrgyz government announced this week that they will increase the cost of heating 100%, with the exception of electric heat. MCCF schools need to revamp their old heating systems, to avoid an increase fuel bill of $40,000 per year.  In addition, the Kara Balta School building now officially belongs to MCCF, with 49 years rent free use. However, many repairs are needed before students can occupy the school.  Students are temporarily sharing a space with the Kara Balta orphanage, with morning and afternoon school sessions, in order to work with crowded conditions.
