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Mission Priority in 2006

Elder Yang’s vision “To bring Muslim Children to Jesus” remains strong.  He is asking the Lord to give him 10 more years of vitality to fulfill the vision God gave him back in 2000. 
There are three major areas of concentration for 2006:
1) To establish funding for the Christian Vocational College, with the hopes of opening the college in Sept. 2007. Courses at the college will be taught in English. After a few years, as more courses are added, the college will be upgraded to an international Christian University. With God’s grace this university will become the best in Central Asia. With a good and unpolluted climate, cheaper cost of living, MCCF hopes to attract students from Central Asia, East Asian Countries, and other countries.  
MCCF needs to raise 2 million dollars to start the college.  Yearly tuition, including room and board will not exceed $3,000, a much lower cost than American colleges.  Some of our high school students are about to graduate and need further education, training and discipleship in a Christian environment, in order to be employable and to become effective witnesses for Christ in their countries of origin.  MCCF is searching for an individual with both seminary and education background to preside over the college. This is a mission field with great potential to influence the destiny of Central Asian citizens and their countries.  Please keep these needs in your prayers. We welcome donations and suggestions 
2) Please pray with us for God to open Uzbekistan, which is currently resistant to Christian activities, so that we can start a Christian disabled school in this nation. This is the next step westward on our path towards a return to Jerusalem.
3) As part of our mission to spread the Gospel in Muslim countries, we will:
· Expand our schools
· Begin a year round Christian retirement camp on the side of Ysvk Kol Lake

· Begin a pediatric medical clinic next to the Tokmok Orphanage.
· begin a Bible training center

Tokmok Children’s Home
MCCF still needs to raise $15,000 to complete the renovation, which includes fencing, walls, storage, basement, furnishings and yard area. May is the estimated completion date. We will be able to house about 50 children and give hot lunches to another 50 homeless and poor children.

A portion of the Home will house the Pediatric clinic.  Kids Around the World will bring a team of health care and ministry workers from the U.S.A. this fall to treat pediatric patients, train local doctors and share the gospel.  This will be the kickoff for our Pediatric clinic.
