After nine months of continuous, intensive work in Kyrgyzstan, managing and planning for Mercy Foundation’s ministry, He allows us to be back in US. For three months, we shared with many, witnessing to them of what we have seen God is doing in Kyrgyzstan. We visited various churches, met with fellowships and individuals, and made at least 60 presentations.  We got to know many of God’s servants from sending organizations, seminary, and churches.
